This year Haney House received much of our
attention. Work progressed on Haney House, from sp
until October, when we ran out of good painting weatt
Working on a heritage structure has its complications
and cares made to get this restoratioght.

As luck would have it, a careful inspection of the
house found very little rot. During the restoration
process, any parts that were unsalvageable were care
replicated. To date the house has a new roof andh imiuc
it has been rpainted. Funding came from the City of
Salmon Arm, Heritage Legacy of BC, Job Creation
Program (in partnership with British Columbhia)
proceeds from our Soiree, Robn§etta and his crew
Shuswap Chefand our own Endowment Fund held by
the Shuswap Community Foundation. Thanks also to
donations from the Shuswap Quilters Guild and Axel
Hvidberg of Glass Protect, 90 percent of the house
windows have had UV filter film applied to them. Our
curator tells me that this will help the artifaots display
Ailivedo | onger.

My crew and volunteers were busy this fall working
on the Laitinen house. The porch was reconstructed ¢ October and the second floor is revealed:
we expect the little log house to receive its new roof a
day, thanks to a local contractor who specializes in sk
roofs.
